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Each person is to turn in an essay - a maximum of two pages to critically evaluate your learning in this course. I want you to convey the insight and learning you have experienced as a result of taking this course. For example, how has this course affected your way of doing things - and why. What would you do differently next time around - and why. The best essays are those that cover a wide field and make a large number of points. 

One way to approach the Critical Evaluation is to address some course and project themes: 

Project related: Technical approach, Design Process, Design for Assembly, scheduling, mistakes, failures, etc. 

Course related: What did you learn from the homework assignments, the role of mechanical design, etc. 

Another way is to think chronologically over the semester, assessing what you learned in each assignment. 

Your evaluation could address the following: 

1. What are the skills you picked up / refined as a result of taking this course (lecture, homework, test, project, etc.)? 

2. What have you learned intellectually as a result of taking this course? 

3. What have you learned about system design?

4. What have you learned about working in a team environment?  What is your approach to conflict resolution?

5. What is your philosophy and approach for tackling design problems? What roles can computer tools play and what roles can't it play?

Note: please do not waste your precious two pages on complaining about the course, the instructor, or your colleagues. You have other avenues of making these feelings known.

This essay is graded (5% of total) and affects the grade you will receive in this class.
